1953, Congress created the Small

Business Administration, whose
function wasto "aid, counsel, assist and
protect, insofar as is possible, the interests of
small business concerns.” The charter aso
stipulated that the SBA would ensure small
businesses a"fair proportion" of government
contracts and sales of surplus property.

I n the Small Business Act of July 30,

SBA's programs have evolved over the
past 50 years to include financial and federal
contract procurement assistance, manage-
ment assistance, and specialized outreach to
women, minorities and armed forces
veterans. The SBA also provides loansto
victims of natural disasters and specialized
advice and assistance in international trade.

Last year alone, the SBA backed more
than $12.3 billion in loans to small

businesses. More than $1 billion was made available for disaster |oans and more than $40 billion
in federal contracts were secured by small businesses with SBA's help. Many large corporations
—Intel, Apple, Nike, Federal Express, Winnebago, Staples, and Callaway Golf, to name afew —

secured financial capital during their
early phases thanks to SBA assistance.
